Any elector wishing to record his vote 

shall produce his National Identity 

Card or his passport, driving licence, 

or bus pass.

An elector must vote for only one 

candidate.

 

The use of mobile phones, camera, 

any other photographic or electronic 

devices in voting and counting rooms 

is strictly prohibited. 

 

A voting room on the ground floor of 

each polling station has been reserved 

for electors with disabilities and special 

needs. 

 

A person with disabilities may cast his 

vote if he so wishes with the 

assistance of an adult member of his 

family namely his father, mother, 

brother, sister, husband, wife, son or 

daughter. 

 

Any elector wishing to record his 

vote shall produce one of the 

following documents: 

 (i) new National Identity Card  

(ii) passport  

(iii) driving licence, or
